Order shall render it unlawful to cause or permit any vehicle to wait in the
length of road referred to in that Article, as the case may be, for so long as
may be necessary: -

Y- Office Act, 1953;

(d) to enable the vehicle, if it camnot conveniently be used for such
© purpose in - any other road to-be used in connection with any

bui lding operation or demolition, the removal of any obstruction
to traffie, the maintenance, improvement or reconstruction of the
length of road so referred to or the laying, erection, alteration
or repair in or near the said length of road of any sewer or of any
main, pipe or apparatus for the supply of gas, water or electricity
or any telegraphic line as defined in the Telegraphic Act, 1873;

(e) to enable the Vehicle, if it cannot conveniently be used for such
purpese in any other road to be used in the service of a local
authority in pursuance of statutory powers or duties;

(f) to enable the vehicle to be loaded or unloaded while it is in actual
use in connection with the removal of furniture from one office or
dwellinghouse o another, or the removal of furniture from such
rremises to a depository or to such premises from a depository;

(g) to enable the wehicle to be used in connedtion with weddings and
funerals.

Nothing in Articles 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 and 13 of this

Order shall prevent any person from causing or permitting any vehicle to be
driven in any of the lengths of road referred to in those Articles to enable
the vehicle to be used:-

16.

(i) Dby disabled drivers provided that the vehicle is -
(a) a power assisted invalid carriage;

(b) a vehicle issued to a disabled person by the Department of
Health and Social Security in lieuw of an invalid carriage;

(i1) a disabled person's vehicle which displays in the relevant position
a disabled person's badge issued by any local authority in accord-
ance with the provisions of the Disabled Persons (Badge for Motor
Vehicles) Regulations, 1975 or a badge having effect under those
regulations as if it were a disabled person's badge.

The Orders specified in Schedule 14 to this Order are hereby revoked.
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17 This Order shall come into operation on the 23rd day of April,
1982 and may be cited as '"The City of Norwich (Southern Area) (Prohibition and
Restriction of Waiting) (Consolidation) Order, 1982.
