STATEMENT OF REASONS FOR MAKING THE ORDERS
Prohibition of Waiting At Any Time - To prevent any obstructive and inappropriate parking and to increase safety for those using Portland Street. 
Prohibition of Loading/Unloading At Any Time - To stop any obstruction to traffic especially buses, caused by loading/unloading vehicles close to the junction.
Permit Parking Amendment – To create a space for buses and to aid their movement from Portland Street into the bus stops at Blackfriars Road.  
The proposal to make the Orders is therefore made because it appears to the County Council that it is expedient to do so in accordance with Sub-section 1 (c) and (f) of Section 1 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act, 1984.

(c)   for facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians)
(f)   for preserving or improving the amenities of the area through which the road runs or

The aim of the scheme is to improve the accessibility of the bus stop area on Blackfriars Road for both bus drivers and passengers alike. This project is part of a series of improvements we are making in the county, aimed at improving bus journey times and reliability of services across our public transport network. We are using funding awarded to us by the Department for Transport for our Bus Service Improvement Plan to invest in infrastructure at strategic locations, relieving specific areas of congestion that affect buses so we can deliver better, more punctual services.
