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(Reepham, Broomhill Lane, New Estate Road and Whitwell Road)
(Prohibition of Waiting) Order 2025

Statement of Reasons for Making the Order

The reasons for the proposed Order to introduce no waiting at any time parking restrictions are: 
· Prohibiting parking in the proposed locations will prevent obstructive parking and reduce impediments to general traffic flow, emergency vehicles, refuse collection trucks, and other large vehicles. The proposals would assist traffic to manoeuvre safely and without delay. 
· Prohibiting parking at the proposed junctions would help to increase visibility and improve road safety and operational efficiency. Where vehicles are parked at junctions this creates danger due to limited visibility for drivers, cyclists and pedestrians, thereby increasing the risk of accidents, particularly vulnerable road users. Prohibiting parking at the proposed junctions would help sightlines to remain clear and allow road users to safely assess traffic before proceeding.

By prohibiting parking in the proposed locations, the Order promotes safer and more accessible streets for all users. 

The Order is therefore proposed because it appears to Norfolk County Council that it is expedient to do so in accordance with sections 1(a) and 1(c) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984; (a) for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising; and (c) for facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians).
