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(Welney, A1101 Wash Road)
(50 mph Speed Limit) Order 2025

Statement of Reasons for Making the Order

The proposal is to reduce the existing National Speed Limit to 50 miles per hour on the A1101 Wash Road from a point 65 metres south-east of the centre of Delph Bridge to its junction with the B1411, a distance of 2,747 metres up to the county boundary with Cambridgeshire and the existing 30 mph speed limit at Welney. 

The reduction in speed limit is proposed to improve safety on the A1101 and is in alignment with Norfolk County Council’s Speed Management Strategy. 

The speed limit will also be consistent with speed management proposals on the A1101 in Cambridgeshire, so will be readily understood by and improve road safety for all highway users in both counties. 

The proposal to make the Order is made because it appears to Norfolk County Council that it is expedient to do so for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising.
