(ii) A1122 Station Road/ A1122 Bridge Road (South Side) from its junction with A1122 Western Bypass westwards and south-westwards for a distance of 175m; and
(iii) A1122 Western Bypass (Both Sides)	from its junction with A1122 Station Road southwards for a distance of 90m; 

2.	Extending the lengths of C855 Railway Road affected by the Prohibition of Waiting at all times on the North side by 134m and the South side by 217m; and

i. the insertion of the length of U20101 Fairfield Road (West Side) from a point 55m north of its junction with C885/10 Railway Road northwards for 30m; and
ii. the amendment of all ‘Maximum Period for which vehicles may wait’ references to read ‘Waiting limited to 1 hour, no return within 1 hour’.
