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The Norfolk County Council has made the above Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 on the 5th August 2024 which comes into operation on 16th August 2024. The effect of the Order on vehicles is to amend The Norfolk County Council (Cromer, Various Roads) (Pedestrian and Restricted Zones) Order 2014 (the “2014 Order”) to prohibit waiting, loading and unloading at any time along the U10223 The Gangway from its junction with the U10224 Surrey Street northwards for a distance of 80 metres where The Gangway meets the esplanade.

An exemption is added to the 2014 Order to allow use of the U10223 The Gangway in the event that emergency storage of fishing boats and associated equipment is required during winter storm conditions when the beach is inaccessible.

The Norfolk County Council (Cromer, The Gangway) (Clearway) Order 2020 is revoked upon commencement of this Order.

Any person who desires to question the validity of the Order or of any provision contained in it on the grounds that they are not within the powers conferred by the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, or on the grounds that any requirement of that Act, or of any instrument made under it, has not been complied with in relation to the Order, may within six weeks from XX August 2024 apply to the High Court for this purpose.
