         (7.5 Tonnes Weight Restriction) Order 2023
The Norfolk County Council propose to make the above Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the effects of which will be to prohibit any goods vehicle which has a maximum gross vehicle weight exceeding 7.5 tonnes to proceed in the lengths of the C335 Fakenham Road/ Bridge Road from its junction with B1146 Dereham Road, Eastwards for a distance of 5416 metres to its junction with A1067 Norwich Road.
