(20 mph and 30 mph Speed Limit) Consolidation and Variation Orders 2026

Norfolk County Council has made the following Orders under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 on 9th February 2026 and which will come into effect on 16th February 2026. 

The Norfolk County Council (Bawdeswell, Various Roads) (20 mph Speed Limit) Consolidation and Variation Order 2026
The effect of this Order is to:

1. consolidate The Norfolk County Council (Bawdeswell, Various Roads) (20 mph Speed Limit) Consolidation and Variation Order 2025 whereby the 20 mph speed limit on the existing lengths of road specified in that Order has not been changed (apart from the U31021 Foxley Road which is extended as per the length below) and:

2. vary the existing Order by removing the existing reference to the U131021 Foxley Road and replacing it with and prohibiting any motor vehicle from exceeding 20 miles per hour along the: 
i) U31021 Foxley Road - From the centre point of its junction with the U35284 Dereham Road for 380 metres north westwards

The Norfolk County Council (Bawdeswell, Various Roads) (30 mph Speed Limit) Consolidation and Variation Order 2026
The effect of this Order is to:

1. consolidate The Norfolk County Council (Bawdeswell, Various Roads) (30 mph Speed Limit) Consolidation and Variation Order 2025 whereby the 30 mph speed limit on the existing lengths of road specified in those Orders has not been changed except as per the variation detailed below at point 2; and 

2.	vary the existing Order by removing the existing reference to the U31021 Foxley Road and replacing it with and prohibiting any motor vehicle from exceeding 30 miles per hour along the:
i) U31021 Foxley Road – From the centre point of its junction with A1067 Fakenham Road for 410 metres south eastwards

Orders have been consolidated for clarity and efficient administration of the restrictions. As part of the consolidation the existing 20 mph and 30 mph orders have been updated to reflect current legislation, or are being clarified to make them clearer, or are being amended to correct minor errors. The reference of ‘vehicles’ is being updated to ‘motor vehicles’ to reflect current legislation.
