The Norfolk County Council Bressingham and Fersfield and Roydon, Various Roads) (50mph Speed Limit) Consolidation Order 2025

The effect of this Order will be to:

1. consolidate Schedule 3 of The Norfolk County Council (Roydon) (30mph, 40mph and 50mph mph Speed Limits) Order 2003 whereby the existing 50mph restrictions on the existing lengths of road specified in this Order will not be changed.

The Orders are proposed to be consolidated for clarity and efficient administration of the restrictions. As part of the consolidation the existing Orders are being updated to reflect current legislation, or being clarified to make them clearer, or being amended to correct minor errors or unnecessary articles and definitions are being removed.
