	A148 Grimston Road (North Side)
	-
	From a point 186 metres west of the centreline of its junction with the U22017 Lodge Lane to a point 83.5 metres east of the centreline of its junction with the U22017 Lodge Lane.

(Restriction of Right Turn) Order 2026

[bookmark: _Hlk176376655]The effect of which will be to prohibit any vehicle from making a right turn which are proceeding along the: -

	U22017 Lodge Lane (southbound)

	into the A148 Grimston Road.

	The private road/access located at a point 52 metres east of the centreline of its junction with Lodge Lane (southbound) 
	-
	into the A148 Grimston Road.

	A148 Grimston (westbound) 
	-
	into the Lodge Lane.

Any person who desires to question the validity of the Orders or of any of its provisions on the grounds that they are not within the powers conferred by the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, or on the grounds that any requirement of that Act, or of any instrument made under it, has not been complied with in relation to the Orders, may within six weeks from 3rd February 2026 apply to the High Court for this purpose.
