(30 M.P.H SPEED LIMIT) CONSLIDATION AND VARIATION ORDER 2026

Norfolk County Council has made the above Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, on 29th December 2025, which comes into operation on 5th January 2026. The effect of this Order will be to reduce the speed limit from 40 mph to 30 mph along the B1145 Aylsham Road/North Walsham Road, from a point 78 metres west of its junction with U14339/100 Suffield Road westwards for a distance of 1185 metres. 

The Norfolk County Council (Banningham) (30 m.p.h. and 40 m.p.h. Speed Limits) Order 1998 (the “1998 Order”) will be revoked in its entirety on the date of commencement of the above Order. All the existing lengths of road having a 30 mph speed limit referred to in the 1998 Order are reproduced in this new Order with the 30 mph restriction remaining. This change is made for the purposes of clarity and efficient administration of speed restrictions.
