
THE NORFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL 
(COLNEY, HETHERSETT LANE) (40 M.P.H. SPEED LIMIT) ORDER 2024
The Norfolk County Council proposes to make an Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act, 1984, the effect of which will be to extend the current 40mph speed limit along the C182 Hethersett Lane/Colney Lane by 2330m southwards to its junction with the B1172 Norwich Road.
The Norfolk County Council (Colney, Hethersett Lane) (40mph Speed Limit) Order 2021 will become revoked on the date of commencement of this Order and the length of road referred to in that Order will be included in this Order for clarity and administrative purposes.

FOOTWAY CONVERSION TO CYCLEWAY/ FOOTWAY NOTICE 2024
The Norfolk County Council is proposing to convert lengths of the existing footway to a combined cycleway/footway using powers under Section 66(4) and Section 65(1) of the Highways Act 1980 on the Colney Lane/C182 Hethersett Lane along the existing footway on the western side of the carriageway from a point 24 metres south of its junction with the U78135 Braymeadow Lane 835 metres northwards to its junction with the A47.
The construction of the combined cycleway/footway will utilise existing verges and highway land where necessary to achieve a width of 3 metres. Pedestrians and cyclists will have joint use and will not be segregated.

The reason for this proposal is to provide a safer route for cyclists.
