Norfolk County Council propose to make the above-named Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the effect of which is to:
i. consolidate The Norfolk County Council (Cringleford, Brambling Avenue, Dragonfly Lane, The Pines) (20mph Speed Limit Zone) Order 2024 whereby the 20 mph speed limit on the existing lengths of road specified in that Order will not be changed (apart from Dragonfly Lane which is extended as per the length below) and;
ii. vary the existing Order by removing the existing reference to Dragonfly Lane and then prohibiting any motor vehicle from exceeding 20 miles per hour along the lengths of road specified in the Schedule below. The proposal includes an extension of 337 metres on Dragonfly Lane. 
The Order is proposed to be consolidated for clarity and efficient administration of the restrictions. As part of the consolidation the existing Order is being updated to reflect current legislation, or are being clarified to make them clearer, or are being amended to correct minor errors. The reference of ‘vehicles’ is being updated to ‘motor vehicles’ to reflect current legislation.
