(Eastern Controlled Parking Zone) (Cremorne Lane)
Amendment Traffic Regulation Order 2026

[bookmark: _Hlk59191430]Norfolk County Council has made the above-named Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 on the 22nd June 2026 which comes into operation on the 29th June 2026, the effects of which is to amend The Norwich City Council (Eastern Controlled Parking Zone) Traffic Regulation Order 1999 (as amended) to:

1. Increase the length of Cremorne Lane referred to in Schedule 1 (Properties for the Purposes of Issuing Parking Permits) to extend from the junction with Thorpe Road for 156 metres southwards;

2. Introduce double yellow lines along the lengths of Cremorne Lane detailed in Schedule 1 below in addition to those already in place on both sides from its junction with Thorpe Road southwards; and

3. Introduce Permit Parking Places, Monday-Saturday 8am to 6.30pm (any such day not being Christmas Day, Good Friday or a Bank Holiday) at the lengths of Cremorne Lane detailed in Schedule 2 below.
