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 (Holt, Cley Road, De Nerford Road) 
(Prohibition of Waiting) Order 202X

Statement Of Reasons

Norfolk County Council proposes to make the above-mentioned Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the effects of which will be to prohibit parking at the junctions of Cley Road and De Nerford Road to increase visibility as a safety measure at the junctions.

The proposal, which has been put forward as a condition of planning consent, will reduce the likelihood of parking on the affected junctions, in turn increasing visibility for vehicles manoeuvring and therefore reducing risk of collisions occurring whilst also ensuring that access is maintained.

An objection was received 23 February 2026 and this has been considered and the proposal subsequently amended. It is now proposed that the prohibition of waiting shall be extended by a further 15 metres southwards on the eastern and western sides of Cley Road, securing access to properties 38 and 40, replacing the existing unenforceable white ‘H’ bars.

The above-mentioned Order is therefore proposed to be made as it appears to Norfolk County Council that it is expedient to do so in accordance with Sub-Section(s) 1(a) and 1(c) of Section 1 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act, 1984:

(a) for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising;

(c) for facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians);
