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(Mundesley, Various Roads)
(Prohibition of Waiting) Consolidation and Variation Order 202X
Norfolk County Council propose to make the above-named Order under the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the effect of which is to:
1. consolidate The Norfolk County Council (Mundesley, Various Roads) (Prohibition of Waiting) Variation and Consolidation Order 2011 whereby the existing restrictions on the lengths of road specified in those Orders will not be changed (apart from the C634 Beach Road/ Cromer Road which is extended as per the length in the Schedule below) 
2. vary the existing Order by:
a. prohibiting any person to cause or permit any vehicle to wait: 
i. at any time from 1st June to 30th September along the lengths of road specified in the Schedule below 
b. adding in the following exemptions in respect of all lengths of road to be consolidated in the proposed order:
i. for emergency services vehicles  
ii. for when the person in control of the vehicle is required to stop by law, or is obliged to stop in order to avoid an accident or is prevented from proceeding by circumstance outside their control 
c. updating road names and descriptions for clarity to include road numbers and specific distances.
The Order is proposed to be consolidated for clarity and efficient administration of the restrictions. As part of the consolidation the Orders are being updated to reflect current legislation, or being clarified to make them clearer, or being amended to correct minor errors or unnecessary articles and definitions are being removed.
