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STATEMENT OF REASONS FOR MAKING THE ORDER


The items below are examples which will need to be adapted for each scheme:

Prohibition of Waiting:

To improve safety in the vicinity of the area in alignment with Norfolk County Council’s Speed Management Strategy.

The proposal to make the Order is therefore made because it appears to the County Council that it is expedient to do so in accordance with Sub-Sections (a) and (c) of Section 1 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act, 1984.

The Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 provides seven reasons why a TRO can be made.  To advertise a TRO it must meet at least one of the following reasons, and this must be declared when consulting on the scheme.

(a)	for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising, or
(c)	for facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians).
