To improve safety on Honingham Road in the vicinity of the area in alignment with Norfolk County Council’s Speed Management Strategy and to mitigate the impacts of the A47 North Tuddenham to Easton improvement where the existing Easton roundabout is to be closed prior to the new dual carriageway being opened.

The proposal to make the Order is made because it appears to Norfolk County Council that it is expedient to do so or avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising and for facilitating the passage on the road or any other road of any class of traffic (including pedestrians).

The proposal is to tie in the existing 30mph speed limit on Taverham Road to the 30mph speed limit proposed by the Development Consent Order (DCO) of the A47 North Tuddenham to Easton improvement scheme at the proposed new roundabout at Wood Lane Junction in Honingham to improve safety in the vicinity, in alignment with Norfolk County Council’s Speed Management Strategy. 

The proposal to make the Order is made because it appears to Norfolk County Council that it is expedient to do so for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising. 


The Norfolk County Council
 (Weston Longville, Weston Green Road) 
(Prohibition of Motor Vehicles) Order 202X
One of the aims of this scheme is to introduce a Prohibition of Motor Vehicles (Except for Access) Order on Weston Green Road as part of the wider traffic mitigation measures associated with the A47 improvements and the extension of the lower speed limit within Weston Longville.
The restriction is proposed to prevent the road being used as a through-route as predicted in the latest traffic modelling, thereby reducing rat-running traffic, lowering vehicle speeds and traffic volumes. The measure will improve safety for pedestrians, cyclists, horseriders and other vulnerable road users, whilst maintaining access for residents, businesses and exempted vehicular movements. Additionally, reducing non-essential through-traffic on Weston Green Road will support the effective operation of the proposed, extended, 20mph environment and contribute to improved local amenity, including reduced traffic noise and improved perceived safety within the village core.
The proposal to make the Order is therefore made because it appears to the County Council that it is expedient to do so in accordance with Section 1(1)(a) and (d) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

a) for avoiding danger to persons or other traffic using the road or any other road or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising;

b) for preventing the use of the road by vehicular traffic of a kind which, or its use by vehicular traffic in a manner which, is unsuitable having regard to the existing character of the road or adjoining property;
